	The received IMS UE identity is unknown.

	IDENTITY_NOT_REGISTERED
	404 Not Found
	A query for authorization is received for a public identity that is not registered

	CONTEXT_NOT_FOUND
	404 Not Found
	The context identified by the callback reference is not found

	IDENTITIES_DO_NOT_MATCH

	403 Forbidden
	A message was received with a public identity and a private identity for a user, and the server determines that the public identity does not correspond to the private identity.

	ERROR_IN_REGISTRATION_TYPE
	403 Forbidden
	The identity being registered has already the same server assigned, and the requested registrationType is not allowed or the Public Identity type received in the request is not allowed for the requested registrationType.

	IDENTITY_ALREADY_REGISTERED
	403 Forbidden
	The identity has already a server assigned, and the registration information cannot be overwritten.
