	In case of SNPN, MCC+MNC is not sufficient to identify the home network as it might simply be MCC=999, MNC = wild card, PLMN ID value shared by multiple SNPNs etc. So, we need PLMN ID together with NID to identify the SNPN. 
When it comes to GUAMI, which is defined to identify AMF uniquely, we also need NID in addition to identify the AMFs in SNPN.
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	This CR's revision history:
	Rev 1: Remove the nid information which is added in Guami in the iniatial version. Instead, we define a new Data Type GuamiNid, for AMF in SNPN.
Rev 2: Remove GuamiNid added in Rev 1, instead, we replace PlmnId with PlmnIdNid within the definition of type Guami.
