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1. Overall Description:

[bookmark: _Hlk42193789]CT4 thanks RAN3 for the LS on port allocation (R3-202553 / C4-203405).

After discussion, CT4 would recommend that CT and RAN may proceed the request towards IANA to allocate a port for w1 interface to simplify the implementation, in order to meet Rel-16 timeframe. 

CT4 also discussed the following possible alternatives for future interface but couldn't reach a conclusion. The description for each alternative is included in the attachment.

CT4 kindly asks CT whether CT4 should work on defining possible alternative solutions for port allocation from Rel-17 onwards, that each 3GPP WG could then rely upon when they would need to define a port for a new interface.
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
