Trondheim travel information

Trondheim (http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Trondheim) is the third largest city in Norway and located in the middle part of the country. It has a population of about 160 000 inhabitants. The distance from Oslo is approximately 500 km, which means around 6-7 hours by car, as speed limits are restricted. The Norwegian State Railways have several daily services between Oslo and Trondheim, but the trip takes around 6-7 hours. So getting there by plane is the recommended option. 

Meeting venue
The meetings will be held at the Telenor premises at Tyholt in Trondheim. Tyholt is some 5-10 min drive from downtown Trondheim (~30-40 min walk).

Accommodation

You can book at any hotel in downtown Trondheim but we have reserved 20 single rooms including breakfast buffet at Britannia Hotel for the Telenor rate of NOK 870 per night (USD, EUR). Britannia is ideally situated right in the heart of Trondheim. Please state the booking number 155710 when you make your reservation. If any of you need a double room (or have any other special needs) please ask the hotel directly.

Getting to Tyholt from Britannia (or any other hotel) is best done by taxi (fare would amount to around NOK 100). Alternatively you can take the bus (routes 20 and 60) for a fare of NOK 22. 
Getting there

The best way of getting to Trondheim is by plane. The Trondheim airport (airport code TRD) is located at Værnes about 35 km east of the city, and it will take you about 40 minutes by the airport bus to reach the city centre at the cost of NOK 80.  The bus stops at all the major hotels (including Britannia), and these will be announced by the bus driver. Alternatively you can take an airport taxi, which will take you directly to your hotel. You should ask for a fixed price (around NOK 500). Taxis accept most credit card brands.

Flights between Trondheim and Oslo are very frequent, but in addition there are a handful of international connections to a few European cities: 

· SAS subsidiary Widerøe flies 3 times daily from Copenhagen 
· SAS flies once a day from Stockholm. 

· KLM Cityhopper has 2 daily flights from Amsterdam. 

· In addition Norwegian Air Shuttle (http://www.norwegian.no/) operates flights to a selection of European cities (including London). Please note that these are point-to-point flight, and few of these are daily. 

Also note that flights via Oslo (OSL) will not have automatic transfer of baggage to Trondheim. Your baggage can be checked in all the way, but you will need to pick it up at the baggage claim at the Oslo airport and carry it through customs there, before handing it in again at a SAS baggage drop counter.
