Detailed proposal
· History of new requirements of Parlay X Terminal Status from ETRI 
ETRI has proposed CRs for extending Parlay X Terminal Status at CT5#39 Seoul meeting [2]. Its main idea was to support the status of packet switched terminal (e.g. IMS terminal) as well as circuit switched terminal in Parlay X Terminal Status Web Service. That was noted because of backward compatibility and complicated operations and data structures.

ETRI is still trying to find a appropriate solution to extend Terminal Status without problems pointed out in the meeting. 
· Alignment with Parlay TAC's requirement with regard to Parlay X Terminal Status 
Recently, Parlay TAC has produced and announced the requirements for 3GPP Rel-8 [3]. And the annex 3 of the document included the requirement of Parlay X Terminal Status (#8).

Regarding the requirement of extension of Parlay X Terminal Status, ETRI's requirement [2] seems not to match exactly with Parlay TAC's one [3]. 

However, ETRI's requirement could be included in the Parlay TAC's one in general sense of extention of the OSA [4-5].
· Does it need to add the requriements for extension of Parlay X Terminal Status in Stage 1 (22.127)?
Eamonn, on behalf of Parlay TAC, has suggested adding or modify requirement of Stage 1 for extension of Parlay  X Termnal Status by e-mail [5]. 

However, we think that the requirement of Terminal Status proposed by ETRI could be covered by 22.127 sufficiently because it had already considered the status of circuit switched terminals as well as packet switched terminals in clause 13.3 User Status.

Furthermore, Parlay/OSA Mobility SCF has already had the status of packet and circuit terminals. 
In our opinion, it is not necessary to add words in 22.127 regarding extension of Terminal Status.
Therefore, we would like to inform you of the status of the new requirements of Parlay X Terminal Status Web service.
