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1. Overall Description:

At their CT5#42 meeting in Stockholm, 26-27 March 2008, 3GPP CT5 had the opportunity to review and discuss the following two incoming liaison statements, regarding the topic of transfer of API work from 3GPP to OMA:

· C5-080019_SP-080186 (OMA-TP-2008-0142-LS_on_Transfer_of_API_work_from_3GPP_to_OMA)
· C5-080044_OMA-LS_274-to_3GPP_on_Status_update_of_Parlay_affiliation_into_OMA-20080326-A
The primary objective of 3GPP CT5 regarding these discussions is to ensure the efficient continuation of the successful work done by CT5 in the area of Open Services Architecture (OSA) API’s and Parlay X Web Services. After careful review, 3GPP CT5 wishes to communicate the following.
Regarding C5-080019, 3GPP CT5 takes notice of, and supports:

· The 3GPP offer to keep formal ownership of existing documents in 3GPP under CT plenary control (up to and including Release 8) with arrangements to allow OMA to generate CR’s to update these documents if required.

· The 3GPP proposal to include future OSA requirements in the scope of work to be transferred to OMA.

Regarding C5-080044, 3GPP CT5 takes notice of, and supports:

· The OMA decision to receive the transfer of technical activities and assets in the area of Parlay/OSA, and the OMA decision to take on the work on future development of the OSA specifications including the whole scope of the OSA network APIs.

· The OMA decision that the Landing Pad for these activities will be the OMA Architecture working group. 

· The OMA commitment to 3GPP that OMA will maintain the existing OSA documents in 3GPP under CT plenary control (up to and including Release 8), through the generation of CR’s to update these documents if required.

· The OMA invitation to 3GPP CT5 participants to join the Landing Pad discussions, which are to take place at the OMA Member meeting in Paris, Tuesday April 15, 13:00 – 18:00. Companies participating in 3GPP CT5 have expressed their interest and intention to engage in and contribute to these discussions.

· The OMA commitment to consider unfulfilled Release 8 requirements, per OMA processes (see also next bullets on Requirements, below).
3GPP CT5 confirms they have completed the existing OSA work in progress, and would like to inform 3GPP SA plenary and 3GPP CT plenary that they consider the technical work in 3GPP to be complete. Attachment “Release 8 WID OSA Stage 2/3 enhancements (OSA8)” lists all the OSA requirements for 3GPP Release 8. This list contains two categories of requirements:
· Category A – Release 8 requirements for which all technical work, including stage 2 and 3, has been completed.
· Category B – Release 8 requirements for which no technical work has been carried out. Companies participating in 3GPP CT5 have confirmed their commitment to contribute to and complete the technical work for the fulfilment of these requirements in OMA, per OMA processes.
There is no third category, that is, there is no work in progress on any of the unfulfilled Release 8 requirements. 3GPP CT5 believes that this provides a clear and clean point to transfer the work.
3GPP CT5 is not planning any future meetings or any further technical activities, and consider their CT5#42 meeting in Stockholm to have been their final and closing meeting.
