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Summary
GSMA eSIM WG2 group thanks ITU-T Study Group 2 for their LS on “impact of possible increase of the field issuer identifier number in recommendation E.118”. The GSMA eSIM WG2 Group analysed the topic and came to the conclusion that the proposed increase is not a concern for eSIM Profile identifiers (i.e. ICCIDs) and is not a concern for eUICC Identifiers (EIDs) because GSMA defined a new process to assign EIDs  – in public document SGP.29 – that no longer relies upon IINs. 
In regard to your specific questions, we can confirm that no impact is foreseen on the ICT systems managed by eUICC Manufacturers. With respect to the other topics in your questions, we regret that we are unable to provide authoritative answers, because they are outside the scope of our group. However, eSIM WG2 would suggest ITU-T Study Group 2 to contact ETSI TC SCP and 3GPP CT6, regarding the standards impact.
Actions
GSMA eSIM WG2 group kindly asks ITU-T Study Group 2 to take the above information into account and to to keep the GSMA eSIM WG2 group updated.
