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1. Overall Description:

ETSI TC SCP TEC discussed the issue raised in the LS from CT6 and came to the following conclusion: 
A "browser session" starts when the browser is launched, i.e. the browser application is started on the terminal and it ends when the browser is closed down.
Thus a Launch Browser proactive command with mode ‘03’ = "close the existing browser session and launch new browser session" requires the terminal to close the currently running browser and start it anew.
ETSI TC SCP TEC hopes this clarification is helpful for CT6.
