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1 Overview

This liaison statement is intended to co-ordinate with ETSI the optimization of the Smart Card management using broadcast bearer.
2 Proposal

Dear colleagues,

We would like to inform you that OMA BCAST started to check the possibility to use BCAST technology to remotely manage the smartcard. This technology may provide the benefits of an open protocol to update simultaneously many cards with minimal bandwidth consumption through an additional bearer. This mechanism may reduce the load over the 3G network.  
After having some discussion on this mechanism, BCAST WG has identified the following main technical areas and we acknowledged that we need more information.

:

1. Allowing  transmission of Smartcard management data to the Smartcard via the broadcast/multicast bearer

2. Allowing use of smartcard remote management capabilities over BCAST transparently to the terminal.

3. Definition and signalling of a new type of BCAST packet.

4. Definition of the content of this new BCAST Packet

5. Consider if  the current security model for SIM provisioning needs to be adapted to this new broadcast scheme i.e. when using BCAST as a bearer for remote management, 

We would like to know your opinion on these 5 technical areas.

In addition to this, considering the scope of each organization, OMA BCAST does not believe to redefine smartcard management schemes and would liaise with ETSI TC SCP and 3GPP CT6 if extensions were needed. If the usage for BCAST for Smartcard provisioning would be acceptable, the scope of OMA BCAST would be to address the transportation of smartcard management traffic over broadcast/multicast bearers.  Thus, considering the above list, we would presume the items 1 to 3 could fall into the scope of the OMA BCAST group, while the items 4 and 5 would be in the scope of the ETSI SCP or 3GPP CT6 group.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA BCAST would like the feedback of ETSI SCP TEC and 3GPP CT6 on the use of BCAST provided broadcast bearer for smartcard management and your opinions on 5 technical areas listed above.

Moreover, we would like to ask ETSI SCP  if ETSI SCP and 3GPP CT6 could :

· Provide a list of relevant documents to OMA BCAST.

· Inform OMA BCAST about any ongoing Work Item on this or associated topics

· Advice OMA BCAST on the work split between the OMA BCAST and ETSI SCP groups, and other groups (if any)..
