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Current specification:

According to TS 31.111, clause 6.8.7, the ME shall return the CSG ID list and the correspoding HNB name of the detected CSG or Hybrid cells in the Allowed CSG list or the Operator CSG list as a result of a PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION with CSG ID list proactive command from the UICC:
Section 6.8.7 – Local Information

[…]

Where the UICC has requested the CSG ID list Identifier, the TERMINAL RESPONSE shall contain the CSG ID list and the corresponding HNB name (if available in the broadcasted information to the ME) of the detected CSG or Hybrid cells in the Allowed CSG list or the Operator CSG list. (if class "q" is supported)

[…]

Problem:
The word “detected” was introduced in CP-110217 to replace the previous text that indicated “surrounding”: the change was introduced in order to reduce the impact on the battery of the ME. The expectation is that the ME does not start a new scan when the PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION with CSG ID list is received from the UICC, but directly reports the current list in memory, avoiding additional scan sequences upon request from the UICC.

Anyway, it is worth noticing that the list of detected CSG cells might be incorrect:

· the ME might have searched for the available CSG sometime prior to the UICC asking for the detected cell. The CSG cell might become unavailable in the while, making the list returned to the UICC incorrect

· the ME can stop the scanning as soon as it finds a suitable CSG cell where it can camp, even if other suitable CSG cells might be available. The list of detected cells is a subset of the list of surrounding cells.

Request:

This document is for information and discussion to highlight the possibility of an incorrect or incomplete CSG list passed from the ME to the UICC as a response for a PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION with CSG ID list.

No action is required by CT6 if the existing limitation is intentional and known.
