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1. Description:

CT1 WG would like to draw the attention of the CT6 WG to the "Call control by USIM" service which is specified in TS 31.111 and its interactions with the protocol enhancements specified by CT1 for the work items MTC and IMS emergency call via GPRS:
· According to TS 31.111, subclause 4.5, when the service "Call control by USIM" is activated on the USIM, all PDP context parameters or IMS communications parameters are first passed to a USIM application, and the USIM application has the ability to allow, bar or modify the PDP context activation or IMS communication set up by another context activation. Thus the "Call control by USIM" service allows the USIM application to modify the contents of any NAS session management related parameters. Also, according to TS 31.111, subclause 7.3.1.7, the UE is not allowed to ignore such a modification. This means that the USIM application can for instance change the NAS signalling priority from normal  to low in the Device properties IE, or change the Request type from initial attach to emergency. Such a modification can have an adverse effect on the UE behaviour and can drastically effect operation of the NAS protocol stack. Moreover, the expected UE behaviour with respect to the contents of subsequent messages modifying the activated PDP context or PDN connection is unclear.
· According to TS 31.111 subclause 7.3.1.8, call control is not applied to the establishment of an emergency PDN connection, however there is no such exception to a PDP context activation for emergency services in subclause 7.1.3.7.
CT1 would like to ask CT6 to analyse the above scenarios and provide feedback to CT1.
