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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT6 has reviewed the LS sent by TSG CT1 in C6-130557 (C1-134265) and provides the following answers for the questions from CT1.
Issue 1: Modifications that can have an adverse effect on the UE behaviour
As discussed in the joint session with CT1, CT6 agrees that UICC is not supposed to change all the fields in the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST and in the PDN CONNECTIVITY REQUEST and noted that current risk is mitigated by the fact that call control procedure is under control of the operator that is aware of impact of modifications of fields.

In any case, CT6 agrees that it is a better approach to specify explicitly what the UICC can or cannot modify: discussion on most appropriate approach (whitelist or blacklist) that already started during the joint session with CT1 will be continued in CT6.

CT6 has prepared an initial table of what it considers modifiable and what not and would like to request feedback from CT1 on this, using following convention:
· Red color: 

IE should not be modified by the UICC

· Green color: 
IE could be modified by the UICC

· Black color: 
don't know or no consensus, CT6 needs input from CT1

PDP Context Activation

According to TS 31.111, clause 7.3.1.6 and clause 8.72, in case of PDP context activation, the ENVELOPE command for the call control by USIM procedure contains the Activate PDP context request parameters, coded as the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message, as defined in TS 24.008.
