Overall description
CT6 found that there are two clashes in reserved values between 3GPP TS 31.111 and ETSI TS 102 223.

Clash#1: There is a clash between 3GPP TS 31.111 and ETSI TS 102 223 in coding of PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION. The clash is that value '11' is reserved for different purposes in TS 31.111 and TS 102 223 as following:
- 
TS 31.111:
'11' = "CSG ID list and corresponding HNB name";

-
TS 102 223:
'11' = Supported Radio Access Technologies;
CT6 would like to note that that 3GPP has reserved value '11' at Rel-9 and at that time value '11' was marked as "Reserved" in TS 102 223.
Clash#2: There is a clash between 3GPP TS 31.111 and ETSI TS 102 223 in use of letter class "ae" which is reserved for different purposes in TS 31.111 and TS 102 223 as following:

TS 31.111
"ae" = "URI support for SET UP CALL proactive command"

-
TS 102 223:
"ae" = "Proactive command: eUICC OPERATION
CT6 would like to note that letter class "ae" is reserved for "URI support for SET UP CALL proactive command" in Rel-13 and in that time ETSI TS 102 223 was reserving letter classes until "ad" and letter class "ae" was not in use. Use of letter case "ae" seems to be taken in use by ETSI from TS 102 223 v.14.0.0 onwards.
