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GENERAL:

The Adhoc group met three full days. Meeting had 20 attendees. During the meeting good progress was made on TR 22.976 "Study on PS domain services and capabilities". Meeting was chaired by Tommi Kokkola from Nokia who also prepared the minutes.

S1-IP-00001, Report from Rel 2000 "All IP" ah hoc (San Diego, 29. Nov)  (S1-991054), Noted.

S1-IP-00002, PS Domain feature list evaluation for release 2000. (S1-991055), Noted.

TR 22.976:

Meeting worked on the TR for two first days. 

TDoc 8 includes first draft from the editor. It was agreed as a basis for further evaluation during following days.

TDoc 9 from Siemens includes proposed definitions for CS- and PS- domains. The meeting agreed most of the definitions, but there was some reservations for the Multimedia domain. It was agreed that these type of definitions need to be checked with S2 and also be included to TR. It was noted that is extremely important to get the definitions correct specially for the feature list, where misunderstandings easily happen without proper definitions.

TDoc 10 from AT&T includes clarifications on relationship of domains. This version was already included in TR and slightly revised. 

TDoc 11 from BT. Noted.

TDoc 12 from Rogers Cantel includes QoS Requirements. QoS requirement were included in suitable places in the TR.

TDoc 13 from Pacific Bell Wireless, High Level All-IP Network Requirements. Was delt together with following TDoc. 

TDoc 19 from several companies (TT, BT, BellSouth, CSELT/TIM, Japan Telecom, Rogers Cantel, Telenor, Telia, T-Mobil) includes another set of High level requirements for PS domain. Both Tdocs 13 and 19 were merged to TR. The major controversial issue was the level of backwards compatibility with existing Rel'99 circuit services. There was agreement that at least from some the user segments perspective the services must look the same, however underlying technology may differ. It was noted that  S1 needs to reflect this at our specifications. Some operators said that not all "CS services" need to be supported at PS domain at rel 2000, it was agreed to look this issue closer with the feature list and there is also need to check with the other WGs what can be provided at this time frame. 

TDoc 14 from Lucent on CAMEL issues was included on the TR. It was noted that multimedia related enhancements to CAMEL need to be further studied. 

TDoc 17 from Ericsson discusses about Scope of the feature list. Document proposes to widen the scope of the feature list over whole R00 not only PS domain. Document was noted. 

Meeting felt that it might be easier to include also CS domain related issues. However it was also felt that the TR should not be delayed nor grown unnecessarily with all CS development related details. It was agreed that this issue need to be discussed at next S1 plenary. This decision might also  result the change of the name of the TR. 

TDoc 16 from Ericsson, High level vision and business environment, noted and considered as input to drafting during detailed review. 

TDoc 20 from Lucent, R2000 Work plan was included to report. 

TDoc 21 from Pacific Bell Wireless clarifying User's Perspective of Service Evolution also this was included in the TR. 

TDoc 22 is a letter from GSM NA on Standardization of an All-IP network. Noted. 

Whole document was improved during long and detailed review. However some part were felt to be more immature than other and thus several editors notes were included to clarify the open issues. 

FEATURE LIST:

It was agreed to include feature list to the 22.976. TDoc 7 was included as a annex to report as it tried to summary also TDocs 3-6. Meeting also briefly looked Tdocs 15 and 18.

When going through TDoc 15, it was decided that the general requirements from the Telenor input should be pasted into the report under "10 Interoperability requirements" for further discussion and study. (Note, this will be done for version 0.6.0 of TR.)

The meeting had no time to review the handover and roaming sections, also last of the network features were not properly discussed. Thus the meeting agreed to postponed the feature list evaluation till the list has been completed.

CONCLUSION:

TDoc 24, Includes the last version of the report (22.976 v.0.5.0). The work with report, including the annex, shall continue at next ad hoc meeting as there seems not to be time during next plenary due to workshop. Everybody were asked to study document come back with proposals for improvements (also on email list). As the target is to get report for information to TSG SA#7, it was agreed to seek S1 plenary's approval to send the TR for information to TSG-SA straight from the next ad hoc. 
It was agreed that as the current version of the report is still very draft version it shall not be sent out by the ad hoc. However is was agreed that any company can distribute the draft like any other 3GPP TDoc.

Chair thanked TIM for this excellently organised meeting and all the delegates for the hard work done.
