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The MMS is intended to be a new service to overcome SMS-inherent limitations together with the integration of other messaging services. Messaging services based on streaming data transmission shall therefore be considered too. 


France Telecom considers that streaming for both message delivery from the MMS Server to the recipient’s terminal and message upload from a mobile terminal to the MMS Server shall be an important requirement for MMS.

Two major applications for streaming are : 

· Call forwarding : when a voice or a fax call to a mobile user A can not take place because this called user A is not reachable, the call shall be forwarded to the MMS Server via the MMS Relay for recording of that message. On the other hand, A shall be able to listen to his voice messages. Streaming is therefore necessary for voice / fax  message origination and voice / fax message delivery.

· Video messages : streaming shall be useful when retrieving a video file from the server for a partial visualisation of this video. Streaming is well adapted to overcome terminals limitations concerning storage capacity. It shall be useful too when sending video captured by digital video camera with UMTS capabilities or linked to a UE.

Proposal : 


It shall be clearly stated in the MMS Stage 1 specification (22.140 v3.0.0) that streaming is an important requirement for MMS.


A new bullet point can be created in the section 5.2 “Multimedia Message delivery and submission” : 


( Streaming : the MMS shall be able to support message streaming for both message delivery and message upload.
