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This document contains a proposal to require the possibility to negotiate capabilities, instead of specifically requiring the IM CN subsystem to provide the actual negotiation mechanism. 

It also proposes consistency regarding between which parties the negotiation is done; Between the UE and the operator / service provider / content provider respectively? Between the applications in the originating and terminating entities respectively? 

Proposed changes: 

7.2.2
Capability negotiation

The applications in the originating and terminating entities respectively shall be able to negotiate the capabilities to support IP multimedia applications. It shall be possible for the capability negotiation to take place on registration with the service provider.

7.3.4
Negotiation at IM session invocation

The IP multimedia application shall be able to determine the available media components, QoS, user's profile etc. of IP multimedia sessions at the time of the IP multimedia session invocation.

The applications in the originating and terminating entities respectively shall be able to negotiate the capabilities to support IP multimedia applications. It shall be possible for the capability negotiation to take place at the time of the IP multimedia session invocation.
