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Introduction

Following a brief review of the draft stage 1 (in 22.xxx v0.1.0) and the draft Technical Report in 22.974 v0.1.0, Vodafone believe that the following issues may still need to be addressed by 3GPP.
Services

1) The Push service shall provide means for subscribers, which allow user to control the cost for the pushed services.

2) It should be possible to integrate location services with Push services. Example 1: by using SMS-CB to send send URLs to a mobile, the mobile then automatically signals to the network. Example 2: By making the cell ID information available to the Push server.

3) The support for security mechanisms needs to be mandatory in mobiles and servers. (It is suggested that the word “optional” is deleted from section 5 of 22.xxx v0.1.0.)

4) The Push service should provide means to influence the urgency with which the user is (or is not) alerted to the Push service. e.g. ring loudly/ring quietly/beep once/silent (silent could be useful for updating share prices, etc). Note that it is not intended that the precise ring tone/volume is sent to the UE.

Architecture

1) The means for providing load control between SMS-SC and Push Servers should be standardised. Load control on other interfaces may also be needed.

2) The standard should enable network operators to monitor and filter access to objectionable content and/or large media files.

3) The architecture needs to be scalable to allow the efficient support of either small numbers of users or ‘all subscribers’.

4) The standards shall permit a network operator to procure push servers from different vendors.

5) The architecture should permit both the static and the dynamic allocation of a push server to a subscriber.

6) To allow for future developments in services, the Push service shall permit the network to determine the UE’s capabilities. (It is suggested that the word ‘optionally’ is removed from the 7th bullet in section 4.4 of 22.xxx v0.1.0).

7) The Push service should be able to adapt the media content to suit the constraints of the radio network and the terminal’s capabilities.
Proposal

If 3 GPP is to do further work on the specification of Push services, then the above items should be included in the stage 1 and stage 2 work.
