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LS on Use of DRX parameters when Paging with IMSI

This liaison statement is sent directly from the SMG3 WPA GPRS drafting group because there was no SMG3 WPA meeting between the drafting session and the next SMG2 WPA meeting. This liaison has not been seen by SMG3 WPA.

SMG3 WPA GPRS Drafting Group considers that Paging with IMSI for GPRS is an abnormal case which is only used when P-TMSI is not available due to problems in the network. This paging would only be used in order to cause the mobile to detach and re-attach for GPRS.

SMG3 WPA GPRS Drafting Group would like to highlight to SMG2 WPA that it is likely under such circumstances that the network will not know the DRX parameters formerly negotiated between the mobile and the network.  SMG3 WPA (GPRS drafting group) has assumed that this doesn’t matter because the paging duration can be extended to ensure the mobile is reached in any case.

SMG3 WPA GPRS Drafting Group asks SMG2 WPA :

(1) Is the assumption correct that the problem can be solved in this way?

(2) Do the existing RR layer specifications reflect this requirement when paging with IMSI?

If the answer to question (1) is yes and question (2) is no, SMG3 WPA asks SMG2 WPA to consider updating its specifications to reflect this requirement.
