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This contribution contains proposals concerning the organisation of the TSG SS ad hoc related to


- Terms of References


- Document numbering and 3GPP Server


- Document handling


- Chairman election.


1.	Terms of References


The TSG CN SS ad hoc was created by TSG CN to deal with supplementary service issues in UMTS Release 99. A close co-operation with SMG3-WPB was requested. Furthermore 3GPP TSG CN and SMG#28 have agreed that maintenance of SMG3 specifications of earlier GSM Releases will be done in 3GPP TSG CN. Therefore the Terms of References of the TSG CN SS ad hoc will be:


-	Development and Maintenance of Supplementary Services in UMTS Release 99,


-	Maintenance of supplementary service specifications of earlier Releases, i.e. specifications in former responsibility of SMG3-WPB.


As a consequence, the work of SMG3-WPB will be continued in Release 99 in the TSG CN ad hoc


2.	Document numbering and 3GPP Server


The documents of the TSG CN SS ad hoc will be numbered according to the following example:


N_SS-99001.


Document numbers will be allocated by the MCC support person of the SS ad hoc.


File numbering and the organisation of the files on the 3GPP server will be done according to the rules given by 3GPP. On the server the files related to the SS ad hoc will be held in a sub-directory of the TSG CN. The server of SMG3-WPB will not be updated anymore. Delegates are asked to use in future the 3GPP server only.


E-mail distribution of supplementary service related documents and information will only be done via the 3GPP e-mail list TSG_CN_SS_ad_hoc. The SMG3-WPB e-mail list will not be used anymore.


3.	Document handling


The TSG CN SS ad hoc supports the 3GPP habit of reducing the paper consumption by running meetings in a low or no paper regime.


The following general considerations shall be taken into account. In general it is preferred that no or only a limited number of paper copies per Tdoc is made available. However individual delegates shall be in the position to order all input documents in a paper version.. Furthermore any delegate shall be in the position to ask for paper copies of certain input papers for all delegates, if this is required for the discussion. For those contributions where a detailed discussion is expected (e.g. Draft Specifications) it is preferable to have paper copies for all delegates available.


In general, the decision on the numbers of copies made available is always dependent on the capabilities of the host. This should be discussed with the chairman and/or the MCC support person in advance of the meeting.


4.	Chairman election


The chairman of the TSG CN SS ad hoc will be elected by the TSG CN ad hoc at their next meeting 3rd to 5th August
