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Introduction

SoLSA related issues are discussed in this document. A proposal concerning the means for transfer of information (LSA ID) which is used for user notification at LSA change to the MS is given.

Background

The network operator can define a Localised Service Area, LSA. Each LSA has

certain characteristics/attributes set by the operator. The LSA is identified by an LSA ID. A subscriber can define a name for each of her/his LSAs.

In active mode the user may be notified at change of the current LSA. There are different ways in providing this information to the MS. 

Proposal

MM information is used to provide the MS with information which is related to the area the subscriber is currently in (e.g. Network, Network Time Zone). It would be easy to add the additional information element into the existing structure of the MM information message without changing of any existing concept.

Considering this, using the MM information is seen as an appropriate way for transfer of LSA information to the MS.

A solution is proposed in the attached CR.
