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Proposed LS on responsibility for CAMEL Phase 3 specifications

During their previous meeting TSG CN WG2 have recognised that the stage 1 specification of CAMEL Phase 3 (02.78) is treated in responsibility of ETSI SMG1 only. This has raised major concerns:

1. CAMEL Phase 3 is considered as one of the most important toolkits providing capabilities to network operators according to the VHE concept agreed in SMG1 and TSG SA WG1 (refer to TS 22.00). In the stage 1 specification the major service requirements for CAMEL Phase 3 are defined. By treating the CAMEL Phase 3 Stage 1 specification in SMG1 only, a major part of the VHE concept is not globally available in 3GPP.

2. ETSI have committed to progress the work on UMTS Phase 1 together with other organisational partners in 3GPP. By progressing the work on the stage 1 specification in SMG1 only, these other organisational partners are prohibited to contribute to one of the major components of VHE.

3. During their meeting 10th -12th May TSG SA WG1 did not consider CAMEL related documents, although for some of them urgent advise from TSG SA WG1 was asked. This will lead to delay in the specification work for CAMEL Phase 3 in TSG CN WG2. The result of this may be, that CAMEL Phase 3 or some of its components will not be ready in time for Release 99.

TSG SA WG1 and SMG1 are urgently asked to define a procedure how responsibility on the CAMEL specification can be shared between both groups.
