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Abstract of document:

The document is a temporary container for layer 3 UE to Core Network signalling flows for MBMS. The intention of this report is that when stable, the relevant content, including MBMS specific messages, Information Elements (IEs), and procedures will be moved into the appropriate Technical Specifications (TSes) such as 3GPP TS 24.008, 3GPP TS 24.007, 3GPP TS 44.065.

The document includes information applicable to network operators, service providers and manufacturers.

This TR will not be published.

Note: CN WG1 agreed at CN1 #35 to send this TR for approval, because the MBMS Work Item (WI) is considered to be mature enough (90%) and appropriate set of MBMS CRs against CN1 specifications is provided for approval at TSG CN #25.

Changes since last presentation to TSG Meeting #22:

· The MBMS Multicast deactivation procedure is introduced into TR 29.846 with two alternative solutions.

· A chapter dealing with MBMS Security has been added.

· Impacts on the Service Request procedure and the SNDCP entity have been identified and agreed solutions provided.

· The error handling for the MBMS procedures is included within the existing TR and completed. The error handling mechanisms cover all identified scenarios for MBMS.

· The exact format and type of the Information Elements specifically required or modification of existing ones for MBMS are complete (e.g. TMGI, MBMS protocol configuration options).

· The agreed TR concludes that the existing Protocol Discriminator (PD) for GPRS Session Management (SM) messages will used, as well as new messages shall be introduced for the MBMS Multicast service activation procedure, whereas reusing of existing GPRS SM messages is adopted for the MBMS Multicast service deactivation procedure.

Outstanding Issues:

· Recently, the SA WG3 (at meeting #34) has made the needed decision on MBMS Security to allow CN WG1 to progress the stage 3 work. Therefore, based on this, CN WG1 has decided at CN1 #35 that the MBMS Security work to be done by CN1 (i.e. the stage 3 on MBMS User authentication) will be specified into TS 24.109. This work on MBMS User authentication remains to be done, but it does not impact the TR 29.846.
