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Introduction

10.1 Modes of operation for the SCIM and other AS-AS interactions
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Figure 10.1: SCIM functional Model 
Figure 10.1 shows a functional model for the service capability interaction manager (SCIM). The SCIM is a particular instance of an AS that optionally may be deployed to resolve service interactions between two or more AS. The SCIM has an ISC interface in both the downstream and upstream directions. Downstream the SCIM appears to a S-CSCF or another SCIM logically as an AS, upstream the SCIM appears to an AS logically as a S-CSCF. A hierarchy of SCIMs may potentially be used to resolve complex service interactions between many ASs which are providing a set of services to a subscriber. The model of the SCIM contains the AS-ILCM and AS-OLCM as specified in section 9 and the ILCM and OLCM as specified in section 6 with between them the Service Interaction Application Logic. The SCIM may use the Sh interface to the HSS to download filters, Interaction Logic or other subscriber or service related data necessary to perform it’s function. The SCIM may behave as a transaction stateful proxy, B2BUA, or User Agent. In each case the SCIM fulfils all the behavior criteria of for the particular mode of operation as specified in RFC2543bis[12].
A similar model applies whenever one AS needs to directly contact another AS. The AS proxying or initiating the SIP request, must appear to the receiving AS, logically as a S-CSCF. 
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
