Table 5.3 in 23.218 contains incorrect information and therefore needs to been changed and improved.

· The name of the column 4 doesn’t match the content of the column. The definition of the AS-info is the service related data for one application server, not the sequence of the AS needs to been contacted. 

· Once a SIP point of interest is meet, the ASs will only be contacted (except REGISTER) serially not parallel and it is not possible to predict how many application servers will be contacted therefore only the AS-info of that contacted AS shall be in column 4 in each case to avoid misunderstanding that the application servers needs to been contacted are pre-decided.

· Reference shall be added to AS-info.
