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Introduction

On 8th and 9th of February IETF's SIP WG held an interim workmeeting. This contribution intends to bring some interesting points of that meeting to the attention of TSG-SA WG2 and TSG-CN WG1, and attempts to solicit other companies for opinions on possible closer interworking with IETF's SIP WG.

Discussion

In general, 3GPP is viewed as an important source for input to IETF's SIP work. IESG has received a list of 3GPP requirements concerning SIP, these are: 

· 183 Session Progress provisional response

· Reliability of provisional responses – PRACK method

· Usage of session timers

· Indication of resource reservation status – COMET method

· Security for privacy

· Extensions for caller preferences and callee capabilities

However, IETF SIP WG feels there is a lack of information on prioritization of the requirements and tasks, and counts on 3GPP to provide input in this respect. 

Most of the companies in 3GPP are also taking part in IETF's SIP activities to some extent, thus achieving a certain level of interworking between the two standardization bodies. 
This interworking could be further strengthened by having the 3GPP working groups dealing with SIP-related standardization periodically communicate their most recent results, decisions, and requirements directly to IETF's SIP WG. One way to achieve this would be to provide the minutes from TSG-CN WGx and joint SIP ad-hoc meetings directly to IETF's SIP mailing list.

As indicated above, this contribution attempts to open a discussion on the possibility and the means of strengthening the co-operation between IETF and 3GPP with regards to SIP standardization activities.
