Proposal

It is proposed that clause headings relating to the extra flows in the main part of the document are added to 24.228.

The following three items require discussion:

1. There has been a proposal to consolidate the registration and reregistration flows, as these are now identical. This will be in version 1.8.0 of 23.228 assuming the proposal passes the email approval. Advice should be sought from the 23.228 editor on the new clause headings of the registration flows.

2. All session establishment should contain the caller-id. It should be discussed how best to split the information content for caller-id between the existing session establishment flows, and those for a caller-id capability, and possibly feed the results of that discussion back to SA2.

3. Some of the flows would appear to be error handling, in that they are not directly caused by user action, but rather by network conditions. 24.228 has a clause devoted to error handling. The intentions of this clause were that it should be largely a generic error handling clause. It should be discussed whether any of these flows should be transferred to that clause. Specifically some of the release flows only happen as a result of error detection and handling, and may therefore be appropriate for that clause.

It is proposed that clause headings relating to the extra flows in annex C should be studied for future inclusion.
