Introduction



One of the items in TS 24.229 is the specification of the supported SIP methods for the PDU specification for Proxy role (see Table 5.230 in TS 24.229). This contribution proposes an update to Table 5.230 in TS 24.229.

Discussion

This contribution updated the “Profile Status” table entries for Table 5.230. The identification of the Profile Status is based on the methodology described in section 5.1 of TS 24.229. Based on our understanding of this methodology, all methods except the INFO method are marked as mandatory. The INFO method is marked as optional since there is currently no indication that the method will be used in 3GPP. When we determine if it will be used, its status will be updated (if necessary). The OPTIONS method is marked mandatory in order to maintain alignment with the RFC Status.

Proposal

We propose that Table 5.1: Supported methods in TS 24.229 section 5.5.2 be replaced with the following table. The proposed changes are indicated in bold.
