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Introduction

[N1-010512] has introduced two alternatives for P-CSCF to handle INVITE and REGISTER requests:

1. Modification of the Contact header, making the hostname identify the P-CSCF

2. Adding the P-CSCF into the Record-Route/Path header.

A lengthy discussion has taken place upon handling [N1-010512], but no decision was made. 

Proposal

We propose to adopt the mechanism of the P-CSCF adding itself to the Record-Route and Path headers in INVITE and REGISTER requests respectively, instead of modifying the Contact header. 

Although the two solutions are thought to be equal for Rel5, the solution proposed here is thought to be more future proof with regards to possible services to be deployed in later releases of the IM Subsystem.
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
