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Currently, the initiating subscriber’s MSISDN is inserted by the HLRa into the USSD string between the HLRa and the FFN, for any FM request (PUSSR).

It is proposed that the initiating subscriber’s MSISDN is not inserted any more inside the USSD string, but is simply transported in the MAP optional paramter ‘MSISDN’ inside the process Unstructured SS Request.

Having the MSISDN in the parameter specific for this effect is more appropiate in many ways. This removes the issue about where to insert the MSISDN in the string (before or after the optional additional field). This leaves the USSD string untouched from end-to-end across the network. It also frees up some character space in the USSD string.

CN SS Ad-hoc is invited to discuss this change proposal and subsequently update the FM stage 2 specification.
