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Split of responsibilities between SMG and 3GPP

1. Specifications

Recommendation of WOME#8: 

· When a specification is ”GSM only”, it should be under responsibility of SMG.

· When a specification is ”both GSM and UMTS” or ”UMTS only”, it should be under responsibility of 3GPP (including versions of earlier releases due to the consistency of error corrections).

· It might be necessary to split some specifications in order to isolate the ”GSM only” parts (already identified example: GSM 04.08). 

· SMG should decide explicitly specification by specification which specifications should be transferred to 3GPP, and of course an acceptance by 3GPP would be necessary.

2. Work items

It is proposed to distinguish between

1. UMTS only work items

2. GSM only work items

3. GSM WI derived from a UMTS WI

4. UMTS WI derived from a GSM WI.

It may turn out that not all categories will be needed. To use these categories avoids joint work items with the corresponding unclear split of responsibilities.

SMG should decide explicitly WI by WI which WI’s should belong to which category and of course an acceptance by 3GPP would be necessary.

3. ETSI approval process

3.1 Comments from PE

Comments from PE to specifications under 3GPP responsibility should be passed to the responsible group within 3GPP via ETSI secretariat and PT without the need of intermediate administrative action of SMG.

3.2 Approval of a 3GPP specification as an SMG (ETSI) deliverable

This process should be as ”automatic” as possible.
