In order to help the production of the next version of GSM 04.08, [the above companies] [SMG 3WPA] would like to submit the following comment to the people who will incorporate the incoming Change Requests into GSM 04.08:





When multiple Change Requests are agreed which insert, or delete, mandatory Type 1 information elements then (because these information elements are only half an octet long) the number of octets within  the message content table might not form an integer value of octets. In this case a Mandatory ‘Spare half octet’ shall be added after the last Mandatory information element in the tabular description of the message. This is not needed otherwise.


This is especially true for Table 9.4.10/GSM 04.08 AUTHENTICATION AND CIPHERING RESPONSE message content (in sub-clause 9.4.10), which was impacted by different CRs. 


In addition, it should be noted that messages should not contain more than one ‘spare half octet’.


It is advisable to check all Figures (eg Figure xxx/04.08 rather than ‘figures’ as in numbers ) in addition separately, as the acceptance of the CRs does not always lead to an acceptance of the changes within the Figures.


Also some CRs have started to correct the paragraph alignment. It is advisable to keep/continue this consistency within GSM 04.08.





The incorporators of the CRs are kindly thanked for their work. These points are intended to be positive comments, in order to help them in their useful task.
