Another GPRS ad hoc meeting has been arranged May 18-21. This will be hosted by Motorola in Oslo if possible, or by Nokia in Helsinki otherwise. The purpose of this meeting is to try and resolve all outstanding GPRS release 97 issues before SMG#29. In order to achieve this, a mandate is requested from SMG3 WPA to forward the documents agreed from this GPRS ad hoc meeting directly to the SMG3 plenary meeting on the following week. (The agreed documents will in addition be sent to the SMG3 WPA list which allows a few days for delegates to check them). If this mandate cannot be agreed then the GPRS ad hoc should be cancelled.
