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1 Opening of meeting CN#3

2 Adoption of agenda

Agreed. The document allocation to agenda items was then briefly discussed and reviewed. The document will be numbered and copied to everybody.

3 Meeting Report of TSG_CN#2

Tdoc NP-99077
From the Fort Lauderdale plenary. Circulated by e-mail, no comments received, with the exception of the meeting start, first day. The Chairman expressed the wish of having a participation list, not only a registration list.

Meeting report approved.

4 Reporting from other meetings of relevance (TSG_xy, SMG)


Tdoc NP-99081
Meeting report of PCG, prepared by Adrian Scrase. Composition of PCG was illustrated. Clarifications about the autonomy of sending LSs were provided, on request of Nokia. Vodafone requested whether PCG has identified the groups with which TSG CN is authorised to liaise: no, according to the Chiarman’s knowledge. An action was taken by the Chairman on this subject.

Confirmation of Chairmen elected, working methods were endorsed and are adopted for 3GPP.

Support requirements: 5 man years per year for CN were estimated. After a period of uncertainty, the newly taken decisions in ETSI seem to indicate that a more stable secretarial support has been identified.

It is still to be clarified whether there is some control on people who try to access the 3GPP mail exploders and try to register.

Tdoc NP-99082
SMG#28 bis meeting report, in relation to 3GPP CN matters. Stated that all mobile activities in ETSI have been combined in the MCC, a structure that should be now operative, also from the institutional point of view since the GA is meeting this week and should deliberate on this matter as well. 

Some concern about the allocation of 03.60 to SA2 was expressed by Vodafone, especailly after a discussion with Francois Coureau.

5.1  Reporting from N1, N2, N3, SS ad-hoc

Presented by Hannu Hietalahti, N1 Chairman. Some liaison statements were presented individually, askin for reactions, and are contained in Tdoc NP-99112.


Tdoc NP-991112
LS on Location Services Specifications has been endorsed, with the exception of the reference version of 04.08 that needs to be 7.0.1. The LS can be sent to T1P1.5 for their consideration.

AP Franco Settimo: to send the LS today (contained in Tdoc N1-99165) to T1P1.5, with copy to RAN and SMG2. Reference persons are: ed.ehrlich@nmp.nokia.com and sdeshi@nortelnetworks.com.

LS on Addition of Daylight Saving Time (Tdoc N1-99198) was then presented. A CR has been drafted following a requirement of SMG1. Some discrepancy with the titles indicated in the report were identified: agreed that the LS prevails.

LS on UMTS Call Control and Session Management (Tdoc N1-99197) was then presented. Discussion was postponed to take advantage of the presence of more experts.

LS on ME Execution Environment (Tdoc N1-99196) was then presented. Point (1) indicates that it is not possible to work in conjunction with MSP: Vodafone requested that the requirement fo further studies was rather invoked. The LS was endorsed and it will be sent out, with this modification.

LS on Timer definition in the network initiated MO call procedure was then presented (Tdoc N1-99039). Endorsed. To be sent to Steffen, WPB.

LS on UCS2 bit in Classmark 3 was then presented. WPB stated that UCS2 classmark bit  is not considered prior to sending a UCS2 encoded USSD string to the mobile.

N1-99232 and N2-99233 Tdocs are important documents for the split of GSM 04.08. The new 04.08 will remain with the same number but it will be the skeleton of a list of content. All references to 04.08 will survive but it will be something like a pointer to a pointer. The intention is to have it available, in this splitted form, prior to the next SMG plenary. Nothing will be changed internally to the text, simply the structure.

Some clarification about the concept of Advanced Multicall (item 7.10) were requested. Most likely the concept is not generally clear to all N1 and SA participants. Tomorrow afternoon’s session might be useful to clarify this and other similar concepts and critical areas. People who elaborated the original idea were encouraged to submit contibutions.

Meeting information should be made promptly available on the 3GPP server.

CRs only available electronically. Presented by the N1 Chairman, who was requested to proceed (upon suggestion of Vodafone) sequentially.

CR A507r1 should not be a correction, according to Steffen Habermann, but instead editorial. Hanu did not agree and the CR was endorsed as it is. The Chairman raised the general comment of whether the CRs can be approved by CN only, skipping then SMG3 and presenting the result to SMG simply for information.

CRs to 04.68 and 04.69 were approved.

CR A001 and A002 against 04.56 were approved. 

CR A371r2 against 04.08 was endorsed. CRs related to Release 99 should however be put on hold until 04.08 split is finalised.

CR A505 against 04.08 and A00? against 09.10 were endorsed: the second one was also approved by N2 Worfing Group B.

CR A467r2 and A503 against 04.08 were approved.

CR A051r1 and A055 against 04.64 (GPRS) were endorsed.

CR A469r2 against 04.08 

CR A503 needs to be put on hold because of clarifications on document number etc. It was also remarked that Tdoc 99-167 reports on the coversheet that the CR A024r1 is against 09.18, although the page headers report 09.10. This CR needs to be put on hold as well.

CR A055r1 against 04.64

CR A621r2 to 04.08, although not contained in the CR document but contained in Tdoc 112, is endorsed and put on hold until the split of the Spec is completed.

A revised version of the coversheet was requested.

The document was revised to Tdoc 139.

To be forwarded to CN1 for further consideration. AP Franco Settimo to do it.


Tdoc NP-99120
Posptponed until Friday, waiting for detailed clarifications for which the plenary was not found to be the right venue. Potentially there can be an impact on the corresponding CR against 04.08 (in the bunch of CRs).

To forward the LS to SA2, prime responsible for 03.60. AP to Franco Settimo to do it.


Tdoc NP-99139
Revised Cover page of Tdoc NP-99127, to cope with the requests for clarifications issued during the discussion of the original document. CR 04.08-A469r2, postponed from the previous discussion, was approved.


Tdoc NP-99145
Revision of a CR on IE Daylight saving time (now A621r3), to include properly the comments that were raised in the CN plenary. Source will be changed (CN, now). The revision was produced here because of clash of Information Elements Identifier.

The CR was approved and can be sent to SMG#29.

SoLSA CR needs also to be presented for approval to the next SMG plenary (number will be provided off line). ACTION POINT to Franco Settimo to clarify the issue.

5. x CN3 issues
Tdoc NP-99083
CN3 status report was presented by the CN3 Chairman. Noted. It was asked to clarify whether the Work Item mentioned in the document is needed. It was agreed to keep it, since it is an existing work item.

Tdoc NP-99108
Meeting report of last week, in Sophia Antipolis, still presented by the CN3 chairman. Noted. 

Tdoc NP-99109
Set of Liaison Statements to various groups. Lucent (and Fujitsu) volunteered to be added as a sponsor of the Work Item on non-transparent fax. The optionality of the work item, as requested by France Telecom, should appear in the Work Item text, in the justification. If real time non tranparrent fax will be an Operator option, the appropriate wording is “according to a decision by 3GPP TSG SA WG1, it shall be possible to support the real-time non-transparent fax in UMTS/IMT-2000”, since the possibility to implement it does not mean that it is mandatory, but it requires that a specification is provided. It will be a matter of interworkin between networks that support the feature and do not support the feature to cooperate without collapsing, as in most cases of interworking.

Two out of three of the alternatives listed in the LS do not require any specification work, since they are already specified.

Interested parties should cooperate to elaborate an enhanced common text, and the document will be then ridiscussed.

A detailed presentation of the Liaison statement then followed. Concerning WI on Service control for GPRS/PSTN/ISDN interconnect services (Tdoc T2-99191), the N2 Chairman clarified that for the time being GPRS is used as a bearer for CAMEL applications. There should be at least the potential for CAMEL to control GPRS as a bearer, then to control also applications like voice or video, but it is not realistic to expect such result for Release ’99. The view was supported by France Telecom, due to the long time spent to develop the basic call model for CAMEL, still not completely stable. The substance of the WI was found acceptable, but time schedules cannot be reasonably met.

Streamlining of data services was skipped for the moment.

Introduction to EDGE also included a CR to 07.03 (LS to SMG4). It was noted that the CR, at least the hard copy, does not show visible change bars: the soft copy does. ACTION POINT Franco Settimo: to get a CR number for the Change Request to 07.03 contained in Tdoc 99-063 (Tdoc 109, for the CN plenary).

Tdoc NP-99110
Series of Work Item description. 

The WI on Synchronous-to-Asynchronous etc. was approved and CN3 was encouraged to progress with the work. A shorter abbreviation for the service was requested by Nokia and an Action Point was assigned to the Rapporteur. Since 02.02 is mentioned in the WI description, Vodafone requested to check whether the corresponding LS to S1 had been sent out, to brief them that CRs to 02.02 will be necessary in the future. Volunteering supportin companies shall contact the N3 Chairman.

The 3rd WI contained in the document (Bearer capability allocation) was withdrawn. 

Tdoc NP-99140
Results of the drafting group on real time fax. Postponed until a paper copy was available. Amendments to the previous formulation were commented, in particular that related to the necessity of a specification. France Telecom basically agreed, asking for a note that says that alternative solutions to support real time fax are not precluded. This additional note was not added, although it was noted that the WI only relates to one implementation.

Nokia objected that there are alternative ways to provide the same service.

Eventually the WI was approved but there were concerns about the formulation that only includes one solution.

5.y CN2 issues
Tdoc NP-99097
Executive summary of the meeting report prepared by the N2 Chairman. Noted that Chairman and Vice Chairmen were elected. Achievements were highlighted in cronological order. Progress in CAMEL Phase 3 was briefly reported as well as the intense activity on GSM Specs maintenance. Several LSs were sent to various bodies and are presented to the CN plenary for information.

Tdoc NP-99136
Executive summary of the report of the joint N2 Subgroup A/SPS3 meeting. Essentially focused on CAMEL Phase 3. Noted.

Tdoc NP-99099
Set of LSs elaborated by N2 and already sent to the destination bodies, presented here for information. 1st LS was simply noted. The 2nd one (on Turbo-Charger and Super-Charger) raised some discussion, but it was then decided to continue debate in the afternoon, jointly with S2 in the afternoon. The 3rd deals with out-of-band transcoder control. Some economic justifications were provided to the feasibility study, for which some results are expected by the next CN plenary. N2 was encouraged to proceed with the study and inform S2 of the achievements.

The LS on Called Party Number Modification Check in CAMEL was noted.

The LS on Service Requirements for DTMF user interaction was noted as well.

The LS on Pre-paging aims at informing that N2 is studying the issue. Work is going to progress in the N2B meeting, next week, and some results should be available to CN by end of May (next plenary). 

Tdoc NP-99106
Proposed LS on Harmonisation CR to GSM 09.78 was presented for approval by the N2 Chairman. Treatment of the relevant CR to 09.02 was deferred to the May meeting in Edinburgh. The LS content was then presented in some detail, clarifying that no CR is required to ver. 7.0.0 of 09.78. CN was requested to endorse the LS. Clarified that the attached CR is stable and will be formally approved in the May N2 meeting. Approved

Ian Park will amend the liaison statement, changing the source, and will pass it to Stephen Hayes, to speed up delivery.

Proposed LS on the requirement for Active Location Retrieval in CAMEL Phase 3 was then presented by the N2 Chairman. Clarified that 10.78, although not a specification, is a very important place for taking technical decisions, not only to describe project scheduling. It was also clarified that the actual scope of the LS is not of proposing a Localisation method but of asking S1 whther they want a location retrieval method in relation to CAMEL Phase 3. Approved.

Proposed LS on the requirement of Mobility Management in CAMEL Phase 3. Approved.

ACTION POINT to Franco Settimo to mail them, Ian Park will do the editorial adjustments to the front pages of the three. Ian will give Franco a copy (done!).

5.z S2 presentation
Tdoc NP-99104

Teevo Jervala made a presentation of the S2 activity. First a general one, then a more detailed. The S2 Terms of Reference were described first, highlighting the role of project coordination in 3GPP. Continuation of the SMG12 role was highlighted as well, since S2 has adopted all UMTS related SMG12 work. Harmonisation with SMG12 is ensured by joint meetings, even if SMG12 maintains responsibility for maintenance of SMG specs and control on pure SMG issues.

A presentation of 23.01, General UMTS architecture, then followed, with the distinction of the various Domains introduced in order to describe the basic architecture. The concept of UMTS Strata was then introduced. Document noted.

Tdoc NP-99146
UMTS Spec. 23.30 explains the principles for Iu, the interface between the Access Network and the Serving Network. The traffic flows supported by Iu (dedicated circuits for voice, best effort circuit for IP etc.) were briefly listed. Document noted. It will be forwarded to N1 and N3.

Tdoc NP-99101
Oscar Lopez Torres presented the UMTS Access Stratum, specified in UMTS 23.10, highlighting the Access Points made available from the Access Stratum itself. Document noted. It will be forwarded to N1 and N3.

Tdoc NP-991xx
UMTS 23.20 was presented by Lucent Technologies, starting with a historical background. The key issues were then listed in sequence, followed with a summary of the substance of each chapter. Section 7, in particular, was indicated as the most relevant to the CN group, and was considered to be rather stable. Comments to section 7 were then encouraged.

Tdoc NP-99142
Liaison Statement from S2 on UMTS Call Control and Session Management, still presented by Lucent. Of the three alternatives listed, the third one, based on a CC/SM protocol run transparently via a PDP-context was agreed as a working assumption and was then reflected in 23.20. TSG-CN were then requested to align with this working assumption. The assumption was found acceptable but it was again highlighted that time schedules are too stringent to develop it for CAMEL Release ’99.

The idea of having joint meetings with some of the working groups of CN was found axcceptable, even if finding a suitable date was not possible. It was however proposed as a viable alternative that S2 meet with the relevant working group(s) of CN during the next CN plenary in Sophia Antipolis, since both TSGs are meeting in the same week and in the same place. An e-mail discussion should precede the meeting, in the interest of efficiency. The N2 Chairman highlighted the fact that CN delegates are in general no the same who participate in the working groups: to motivate people to participate in such a joint meeting (immediately after an N2 plenary), the items for discussion must be communicated significantly in advance.

The CN Chairman encouraged the working groups to establish efficient direct links, without unnecessary hierarchic information exchange.

  6.1  Requirements in Work Items / Evaluation by Feasibility Studies
Tdoc NP-99105
Draft Technical Report on Gateway Location Register. It was noted that the document is a first draft, certainly susceptible to improvements and the meeting of next week, ad hoc in Tokyo, is a valuable opportunity to meet such a requirement. The document was noted, comments and progress expected for the May meeting of CN.

UMTS 22.00, elaborated by S1, seems to be one of the key specification in the area. Proposed to forward the document to N1, N2, N3 (Action Point to Franco Settimo). Feedbacks expected by the working groups for Release ’99: chances are that some or all of the requirements might be already fulfilled, although it seems to be a bit difficult.

The floor was informed that next week around ten CRs, three of them relevant to the Core Network (Variable length of authentication parameters, multiple emergency numbers, multicall, mutual authentications, internetwok signalling optimisation) should be discussed next week and might be approved by the Plenary. It might then be appropriate to wait the update of 22.00 for distribution in the working groups.

Tdoc NP-99086
UMTS 22.01, approved by SMG and transferred to 3GPP. Seems to be a document for interest to N2 (Action Point to Franco Settimo). Proposed to distribute it for review to the working groups, inviting for comments. Same comments about potential CRs, to be approved soon, apply.

Tdoc NP-99087
UMTS 22.05, approved by SA and put under change control. To be forwarded to the working groups. (Action Point to Franco Settimo).

Tdoc NP-99088
UMTS 22.07, with information on smart card concept and terminals. The floor was informed that this document is not going to be updated any more. Also 22.24 and 22.70, based on the role model which was deleted, are not going to be maintained.

Tdoc NP-99089
UMTS 22.09, deals with Charging and Billing, derived from 22.01, seems to be intended for Release ’99. (Action Point to Franco Settimo).

Tdoc NP-99090
Deals on Virtual Home Environment, giving some clarifications on the concept plus some more useful info on the open service architectures. The most advanced features do not seem required for Release ’99. (Action Point to Franco Settimo). To distribute it to the working groups.

Tdoc NP-99091
Charging and accounting mechanisms. To be frowarded to the working groups. (Action Point to Franco Settimo). 

Tdoc NP-99092
UMTS 22.25 informs about Quality of Service parameters and topics in general. Noted. No detailed check from the working group expected since the document is going to be updated soon.

Tdoc NP-99093
UMTS 22.60, for information to CN. Noted. Possibly useful as background material.

Tdoc NP-99094
UMTS 22.70. No longer be maintained. Content should migrate to 22.01.

Tdoc NP-99095
Automatic establishment of roaming relations. Difficult to find special issues for interest to the working groups.

Tdoc NP-99096
UMTS 22.75. Advanced addressing techniques, e.g. to call a mobile with an e-mail address. To be forward it to the working groups for review. (Action Point to Franco Settimo).
Tdoc NP-99121
LS from SMG1 to SMG3 on data streamlining, proposing to delete some bearer services and other features related to data services. It was noted that some GSM specs are mentioned, and 3GPP seems to be requested to decide on them. \it might be an issue for the SMG3 community alone. This will be checked by the Chairman and the ETSI Secretary. Vodafone noted that some of the mentioned services need to be kept, since they are used in the MAP negotiations between HLR and VLR. Enhancements are already in progress, but there are evident reasons of backwards compatibility that recommend to keep some of them. Other services were recognised to be unused.

N3 has reviewed all these CRs and seems to be in favour of the deletion of such services although some attention is to be made on the impact on existing implementation (there must be no impact). No WI has been identified by SMG1 tu justify their decisions. Usage of TE&I, as somebody suggested, seemed too nebulous and a specific WI was again recommended. There is a general idea to support the principle of the CRs, but a Work Item sems to be necessary.

WPC analysed the issue: as far as CAMEL is concerned, to adopt national SSN and then discover that the message does not go transparently to the international signalling network would be a disaster, especially for roamers. Guidance from Japanese colleagues would be welcome to understand which drawbacks they envisage in continuing to use the same approach (Code Point with value 5) used so far.

N2 should analyse in detail whether the use of National Code Point is sufficient.

Presented by Ericsson, about a Work Item Strategy model in TSG-CN. The purpose seems to reach quickly a clear identification of the essential items for a basic UMTS core network, postponing implementation of the “nice to have” additions. Ericsson clarified that there is no intention to stop work on specific work items, i.e. of interfering somehow with the implementation priorities established by individual manufacturers. Nokia seemed to agree with the principles of the document, but identified difficulties in Step 1, i.e. in the identification of the basic features (i.e. with reference to 22.05), given that S1 has encouraged CN to support their process of specifying useful/missing features.

Vodafone and Nokia seemed to agree on a two step prioritisation procedure.

In one month time, the plenary should have a clear feedback from the working groups whether the minimum set of functionality identified in 22.00 and 23.20 (section 7) is feasible for implementation in Release ’99.

This idea can be presented as a CN working assumption to the SA plenary next week.

Agreed that the list will then be presented as a very soft working assumption and, after a more formal revisitation of the list at the May plenary, more substantial information will be delivered to the next SA plenary. An LS will be produced by the Chairman for the SA plenary.

Structure and numbering of the 3GPP specification series. The list and high level content of the 21, 22, 23 etc. series of specifications. The 25-series (Radio) has a numbering structure that includes the possibility of having 3 digits identifiers for each specific Recommendation. Mapping from existing GSM specs can be derived by additionb of 20 and inclusion of another 0. For example, 09.02 will become 29.002.
