Another 1 day GPRS ad hoc meeting has been arranged May 31. This will be hosted by ETSI in Sophia Antipolis.





There are now a great many GPRS CRs which have been agreed to GSM Release 97. None of these CRs have Release 98 (or Release 99) equivalents.  With Release 98 soon be frozen, it is vital that these GPRS CRs are incorporated into Release 98 before it is frozen. It was the opinion of the meeting that it would be impossible to produce all the required Release 98 CRs in the time available, and hence the only practical way to generate the Release 98 changes is to have PT12 automatically implement the Release 97 CRs to release 98 as well.


An alternative way to implement Release 98 maybe to base it on the latest Release 97 version(s) and then re-implement the Release 98 CRs. (as there have been far more Release 97 CRs than Release 98 CRs).





The same problem exists for Release 99 as well. It is suggested that a similar solution is found for Release 99 as for release 98.





Some of official meeting report(s) from earlier this year are missing (at least the report from the March meeting). This makes it very difficult to check which CRs were agreed. Before freezing release 98 we should check the status of all allocated CR numbers, which is hard to do with missing meeting reports.





There is still confusion regarding which mailing list should be used. It was suggested that the SMG3WPA list should be shut down - this will force everyone to use the 3GPP_TSG_CN_WG1 list which would solve the problem. Some delegates requested they should not be automatically added to the new list to avoid being on the list twice with different email aliases.
