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Liaison Statement on Maximum frame relay payload length

SMG2 WPA thanks SMG3 WPA for their Liaison Statement on Maximum frame relay payload length (Tdoc N1-99474, SMG2 676/99). SMG2 WPA understands the problem described in the liaison statement and the need to extend the maximum frame relay payload length.

The frame relay payload length (1600 octets) is a Frame Relay standardisation requirement (FRF 1.1). Changing this value to a higher value is not possible as it is an option that may not be supported by some Frame Relay networks.

Therefore SMG2 thinks that extending the maximum frame relay payload length in specification 08.16, as described in the liaison statement from SMG3 WPA, is not an acceptable solution.
