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   TSG-N1 thanks TSG-N3 to issue a Liaison Statement N3(99)137 on N3#4 meeting at Abiko, Japan. TSG-N1 would like to respond the problem recognized by N3. 
Problem-1:

   A bearer service which was not notified/declared during call setup could not be checked their subscription. It is necessary to check whether the user is subscribed with the bearer services.

Response-1:

   Certainly, when the user requests a bearer service which was not notified previously, it also should be checkd on the demmand. This observtion is quite reasonable. Therefore, this subscription check procedure should be added during modification phase.

Problem-2 

   Even though there is a modification indication in the mobile network signaling, there is no corresponding signaling mechanism in the fixed network signaling systems. Consequently, a bearer modification in a mobile to/from fixed network call will work only in special cases wherein a dedicated inband negotiation mechanism is available, e.g. ITU-T H-series Video/Multimedia.
Response-2

   To discriminate the in/out-band signaling combination, there could be categorised below;

1) 
UE <-> CN ; Inband,
CN <-> CN ; Inband

2)
UE <-> CN : Outband,
CN <-> CN ; Inband

3)
UE <-> CN ; Inband,
CN <-> CN ; Outband
4)
UE <-> CN ; Outband,
CN <-> CN ; Outband

  In above cases, case 2) was pointed out as problem by N3 Liaison statement. This means that Outband signaling, i.e. “Modify command introduced by N1” is used between UE and CN. But inband signaling is used between CN’s. In addition, case 4) means that Outband signaling, i.e. “Modify command introduced by N1” is used between UE and CN. And also outband signaling is used between CN’s. This should be considered but it is necessary to introduce appropriate procedures or signals between CN’s. N1 understands that the standardisation of fixed network protocols is outside the scope of TSG-CN. However, N1 would like to ask N3 to study in cooperation with N1 and N2 which kind of procedures would be necessary in the fixed network, so that the result of this study can be used by 3GPP signal members as input for the standardisation groups in charge of the fixed network protocols.
   

Problem-3

What kind of bearer service is considered as a candidate for “bearer modification without pre-notification during call setup” ?

Response-3

   We consider the bearer service to be newly introduced Multimedia call with various speeds, as described in subsection 5.1, 5.2.2 and 5.3.1 of TS26.112.
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
