Reason for 
change:

It is not clearly stated how the behaviour of a SAPI should be if it is not used or not supported. Especially the reaction to XID request may leads to misinterpretations. If a data SAPI (3, 5, 9 and 11) is not assigned to a PDP context there is no radio priority value available on the MS side. That is, the MS does not know a mandatory parameter to access the network. On the other hand the MS or the SGSN may decide to use only a limited set of data SAPIs but the negotiation of the SAPI used is done at PDP context activation time. So, the MS or SGSN may try to negotiate parameters of a SAPI which will never be used or not supported.

The CR proposes to allow an XID exchange only for supported and used SAPIs.

Logical link states

A logical link entity may be in one of three basic states:

-
TLLI Unassigned state: information transfer shall not be possible with the following exception: the SGSN shall be able to receive UI and XID frames for SAPI = 1;

-
TLLI Assigned / ADM state: in this state a TLLI has been assigned. Unacknowledged information transfer and XID exchange shall be possible on SAPIs which are used by GMM, SM, SMS or SNDCP ; or

-
ABM state: this state shall be established by means of an ABM establishment procedure. Both acknowledged and unacknowledged information transfer shall be possible.

The basic states and additional states are shown in annex B

5.8
Invalid frames

An invalid frame is a frame that:

-
contains fewer octets than necessary to include the address field, control field, information field, and FCS field necessary to constitute a complete frame according to the contents of the control field;

-
has the PD bit set to 1;

-
contains a reserved SAPI or a SAPI that is not supported or not used by SNDCP or SMS ; or

-
contains an FCS error.

An invalid frame shall be discarded without notification to the sender. No action shall be taken as the result of that frame.
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
