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Reason for �change:��
The operation of the LLE when it makes the assumption that multiple TLLI values have been assigned in GSM 04 64, sections in 8.8.4 and 8.8.5 is unclear. 


In section 8.8.5 it states that when the LLE detects a condition where it assumes multiple assignment of a TLLI value it should initiate recovery.





The recovery procedure is not defined in GSM 04.64. (The detection of multiple-TLLI assignment and the handling of unsolicited response frames is also covered in the table 8 in section 8.8.4.)





The only recovery from this situation is for a new TLLI to be assigned in the MS. This is something that must be done by GMM, since this has sole responsibility for allocating TLLIs.

8.8.4	Unsolicited response frames


The action to be taken on the receipt of an unsolicited response frame is defined in � REF _Ref394386677 \* MERGEFORMAT �Table 8�. Upon the receipt of an unsolicited UA response, the LLE shall assume a possible multiple-TLLI assignment, and LLME shall inform GMM by means of the LLGMM-STATUS-IND primitive.

8.8.5	Multiple assignment of TLLI value


An LLE shall assume multiple assignment of a TLLI value and initiate recovery upon:


-	the receipt of a UA response frame whilst in ABM state; and


-	the receipt of a UA response frame whilst in the TLLI Assigned / ADM state.


LLME shall then inform GMM by means of the LLGMM-STATUS-IND primitive.
