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1. Introduction 

On the N1#10 meeting held in Abiko Japan, N1 issued a Liaison Statement(N1-000212) to ask S1 task to define whether service for roaming subscribers or flexibility to define operator specific emergency numbers should take higher priority. Upon S1 receiving the LS, S1 started to discuss the requirements for Emergency Call on S1#7 meeting held in Sophia Antipolis from 9 to 11 February 2000. This contribution analyses Emergency Call method for “Call Category Method” on R99 specification.

2. Discussion 
2.1 Utility of “category method”
The utility of category method is very clear. This method could designate the emergency type where the user really wants connect without any ambiguity. The user should only designate the destinated emergency type by any mean, menu, button or else. The effect of this method is also depicted in the Fig.1.


However, this method needs to be investigated in appropriate WG for deciding the correspondence between actual emergency category and type of emergency call. This information should be included in USIM/SIM. Therefore, it needs to discuss with other WG. This was already recognised in N1-000204 of N1#10 meeting. But even Liaison Statement from S1 was formaly produced from S1.

2.2 Case of the user dialed

In case of the user dialing the emergency number not using menu to designate category, the category can’t be decided and designated. Therefore, “dialed number method” should be used. As explained within other contribution, N1-000385, this case happens very often. So, as far as dialing procedure, we believe this is most essential service requirement, is requested to initiate emergency call, “dialed number method” couldn’t be excluded. This means that “dialed number method” should be implemented with “category method” as;

1) If the user initiates emergency call by designating category, the category will be trensfered; this is “category method”
2) If the user initiates emergency call by dialing emergency number, the number will be trensfered; but, this is just “dialed number method”
So, when “category method” is implemented, “dialed number method” is also necessary to be implemented prior to or simultaneously “category method” implementation.

3. Conclusion 

Emergency Call routing by “Call Category Method” has greater advantage to route correct emergency center. But “dialed number method” is also needed to be implemented considering the case of user’s dialing procedure

And also it needs still further investigation cooperating with other WG’s. By considering rest of WG meeting before TSG plenary#7, this is no possibility to implement it into R99 specification. So, this method would be better to inventigate or include not in R99 specification.
