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Introduction

Siemens prepared a TS 29.108 as well, but for discussion within RAN3 group, that has a meeting at the same time as CN1#11 and decided to wait for LS’s from respective groups (CN1 and CN2B) to be asked to support their work. Therefore Siemens invites Ericsson to prepare a TS proposal based on both documents.

The main difference between the Ericsson and Siemens proposal is, that Ericsson based their structuring of chapter 5 on procedure definitions of BSSMAP (with simple renaming of obvious BSSMAP specificas, e.g. handover was replaced by relocation, etc.).

The Siemens proposal already takes into acount the elementary procedure (EP) structuring made within 25.413.

However, we are in line with Ericsson, that this new TS is recommended to be under the responsibility of TSG CN working group 2B.
