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TSG-RAN WG2 thanks for the liaison from TSG-RAN WG3 (R2-000316) on Paging related parameters/DRX cycles, and provides the following response. The questions from the liaison are included in italics below.

This liaison is also sent to TSG-CN WG1, since the DRX cycle is under control of the core network for NAS paging. From TSG-CN WG1 TSG-RAN WG2 would like to get a confirmation on which one of the options listed in question 2 that should be used.

1) 
Based on this liaison and additional input, R3 has discussed the paging related parameters to be transported over Iur for paging the UE while in connected mode. 


R3 has found that support for the (possibly cell specific) UTRAN DRX cycle length does increase the complexity in the UTRAN since the DRNC will have to inform the SRNC about the value(s) configured in the cell/URA in which the UE is paged. This in order to enable the SRNC to set a correct timeout and decide on possible retransmissions.


Currently R3 has included support for the UE specific DRX cycle length coefficient in the concerning RNSAP message as a mandatory parameter. It is assumed that in this case the SRNC is aware of sufficient information to detemine an appropriate timeout.


Therefore R3 would kindle like to ask R2 if it would be possible to remove support for the non-UE specific UTRAN DRX cycle length in the R2 specifications and only use the UE specific DRX cycle in connected mode.

Response by TSG-RAN WG2: 


TSG-RAN WG2 will remove support for broadcasting of the UTRAN DRX cycle length coefficient.

2) 
In addition, R3 would kindly like to ask R2 clarification on the issue what support is required on the Iu interface to support UE specific CN  DRX cycle length coefficients.

Response by TSG-RAN WG2: 


TSG-RAN WG2 have seen two possibilities. The first option is that the Iu interface includes the CN domain specific DRX cycle length coefficient in the RANAP message PAGING, that is sent by the CN to request UTRAN to page a specific UE. This is necessary if UE specific DRX cycle length has been negotiated and by that is a more general, future proof solution.


Secondly if no UE specific DRX cycle length is applied there is no need to include this information over Iu. Instead, TSG.RAN WG2 assumes that instead this implies that the RNC would need to keep track of all CN domain specific DRX cycles of all cells.

TSG-RAN WG2 prefers the first option and asks if TSG CN1 can agree on this. Otherwise the second option can be considered.
