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Reason for 
change:

In GSM, R97 and R98, the MS deletes the P-TMSI signature upon successful completion of the attach and routing area update procedure. The same rule shall apply for GSM R99. For the Detach procedure, the MS does not always know whether the procedure was successfully completed or not, for example at power off. Therefore should the MS delete the P-TMSI signature when it considers the Detach procedure as completed. In addition, this CR proposes to apply the same rules in UMTS.

P-TMSI signature

The network may assign a P-TMSI signature to an MS in an attach, routing area update, or P-TMSI reallocation procedure. Only in combination with a valid P-TMSI, this P-TMSI signature is used by the MS for authentication and identification purposes in the subsequent attach , routing area update or detach procedure. If the MS has no valid P-TMSI it shall not use the P-TMSI signature in the subsequent attach, routing area update or detach procedure. Upon successful completion  of the subsequent attach and routing area update procedure and upon completion  of the detach procedure, the used P-TMSI signature shall be deleted.
