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RAN 3 thanks CN1 for the liaison N1-001407 (received as R3-010058) on “Behaviour in the Forward Handover

Scenario without an Iur in Release 99”, which is a response to a previous RAN 3 liaison R3-002198.

RAN 3 hereby provides answer to a question that was raised in the liaison by CN1.

Question proposed by CN1:

“CN1 is evaluating whether the new RAU must be authenticated or if a Security Mode set up procedure is sufficiently authenticate the UE over the new Iu connection. CN1 has the following question to RAN2 and RAN3.

What is the expected RANAP response on integrity failure of an RRC Security Mode Complete message received from UE (see attached N1-001409 for details)? If the response is a RANAP Security Mode Reject, what is the cause value?”

RAN 3 response:

RAN 3 confirm that in the event of an integrity failure of an RRC ‘Security Mode Complete’ message the response is indeed the RANAP ‘Security Mode Reject’, with the cause value ‘Failure in the Radio Interface Procedure’.
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
