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Abstract

This contribution identifies a number of editorial and minor issues against 24.228, none of which justified writing separate contributions. They appear in the order that we have found them, rather than in any consistent order.

Point 1

Change all instances of the word "section" that refer to 3GPP specifications or reports to the word "clause", as this is the preferred naming according to the editing rules.

Point 2

Clauses 8.1, 8.2 and 8.3 have material immediately before the first subclauses 8.1.1, 8.2.1 and 8.3.1 respectively. This is deprecated by the editing rules.

It is proposed that a new header is introduced before this material as follows:

Subsequent subclauses should be renumbered accordingly. No major linking issues have been identified between these clauses and other clauses within 24.228, so the renumbering should not introduce major complications.

Point 2

Clauses 10.1, 10.2, 10.3 and 10.4 have material immediately before the first subclauses 10.1.1, 10.2.1, 10.3.1 and 10.4.1 respectively. This is deprecated by the editing rules.

It is proposed that a new header is introduced before this material as follows:

Subsequent subclauses should be renumbered accordingly. No major linking issues have been identified between these clauses and other clauses within 24.228, so the renumbering should not introduce major complications.

Point 3

Change all instances of the word "call" that do not form part of a header name to "session". A similar global editorial change has already been made to 23.228, and there is now text in 24.228 that is inconsistent with the equivalent text in 23.228.

Point 4

In clause 3.3, delete the following two abbreviations:

IM CN SS
IP Multimedia Core Network Subsystem

IMS
IP Multimedia Core Network Subsystem

And modify all instances of these abbreviations throughout the text to the preferred term used in 24.228, i.e. IM CN subsystem, for which appropriate abbreviations have already been defined.

The following exception has been identified

where the text uses the term "IMS Session", the 24.228 defines the term IP multimedia session, and therefore it is appropriate to use "IM session" as the abbreviation, and where this occurs, then the change should be made in this manner.


The appropriate definition from 22.228 should be inserted in the definitions clause 3.1 as follows:

IP multimedia session: an IP multimedia session is a set of multimedia senders and receivers and the data streams flowing from senders to receivers.  IP multimedia sessions are supported by the IP multimedia CN Subsystem and are enabled by IP connectivity bearers (e.g. GPRS as a bearer).  A user may invoke concurrent IP multimedia sessions.  

2)
"IMS network" should be replaced by "IM CN subsystem".

Point 5

Format and capitalization of titles. 

Only a single <tab> character should follow the clause number. In many instances, multiple <tab> characters have been used.

On the first letter of the first word should be capitalized, unless the subsequent words are words that would be capitalized in ordinary text, e.g. abbreviations and method names.

Both these should be corrected throughout the document.

Point 6

General - Example content tables.

Where a header flows over multiple lines, inconsistent editing occurs, and for some of the formatting, inconsistent results occur when the line length is altered. This is primarily due to the use of <tab> characters to cause the hanging indent.

It is proposed that such headers should not contain any <tabs> or <paragraph breaks>, merely <space> characters where such characters are allowed. Any required hanging indent should be provided by formatting the paragraph style, i.e. by a single <ctrl>t shortcut key combination.

This should be performed throughout the document. [A search for "^t" with style set to "PL" should find all instances of the <tab> character]
