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1. Introduction

In 24.228 document, signalling flows for session initiation, PRACK messages sent as a response to 183 SDP always contain SDP information. As stated in 23.228, subclause 5.11.3.1, before UE#1 sends Prack message: 

"UE#1 determines which media flows should be used for this session, and which codecs should be used for each of those media flows. If there was more than one media flow, or if there was more than one choice of codec for a media flow, then UE#1 must include an SDP in the "Final SDP" message sent to UE#2."

In SA2 vocabulary the Final SDP = PRACK.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to insert the following NOTE in signalling flows for session initiation, at the step when UE#1 generates the Prack message:

Step 12, MO#1a flows

Step 15, MO#1b flows

Step 12, MO#2 flows,

Step 7, PSTN-O flows,

NOTE: If the result of the media and codec negotiation is only one media with one possible codec, then UE#1 should not include any SDP information in PRACK.
