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Introduction

This contribution identifies some missing QoS interactions in session set up procedures in TS24.228. Those QoS interactions are defined in TS23.228.

Discussion

A set of QoS interactions is defined in TS23.228 for SIP session set up procedures. Specifically following three interactions are included in the successful session set up flows in TS23.228:

· Authorize QoS Resources

· Resource Reservation

· Approval of QoS Commit

In reviewing the session set up flows in 24.228, only flows in section 8.5 (Sample MM flows: addition of additional media streams) include all three QoS interactions. The “Approval of QoS Commit” interaction is missing from the following flows in 24.228:

· Section 8.2.2 Mobile origination, roaming, without I-CSCF in home network providing configuration independence

· Section 8.2.3 Mobile origination, roaming, with I-CSCF in home network providing configuration independence

· Section 8.2.4 Mobile origination, located in home network

· Section 8.3.2 Mobile termination, roaming, without I-CSCF in home network providing configuration independence

· Section 8.3.3 Mobile termination, roaming, with I-CSCF in home network providing configuration independence

· Section 8.3.4 Mobile termination, located in home network

Proposal

It is proposed that “Approval of QoS Commit” is to be added to the following flows in 24.228 as a QoS interaction for P-CSCF:

· In figure 8.2.2, after step number 37

· In figure 8.2.3, after step number 48

· In figure 8.2.4, after step number 37

· In figure 8.3.2, after step number 35

· In figure 8.3.3, after step number 45

· In figure 8.3.4, after step number 35

Following corresponding description text is added for each of the newly added steps:

“The P-CSCF approves the commitment of the QoS resources.”
