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Introduction

In the registration flows of 24.228, the Expire headers use absolute expiration time to indicate how long this registration is valid. The response for a successful registration also carries the Expire header, for example

In the 10.21 of draft-ietf-sip-rfc2543bis-03, it reads: “Registrars MUST include this header in REGISTER responses if they use absolute expiration times and SHOULD include it for all responses.” The date format is defined in RFC1123-date. And the definition of RFC1123-date is in the RFC2616 HTTP. Example:

Proposal

It is proposed that adding Date header “Date = Date: Wed, 11 July 2001 08:49:37 GMT ”into 24.228 registration 200 OK response messages as showed in the example above. Note, the date shown above is just an example; any date in the same format can be suitable to be put into Date header.
