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TSG SA WG2 has been discussing the possible architectural split between the PCF (Policy Control Function) and the P‑CSCF. The conclusion has been that in Release 5, there will be no standardised open interface between the PCF and the P-CSCF. However, a split PCF – P-CSCF architecture should not be prevented from inclusion in future releases.

In order to avoid extensive redesign if a split PCF – P-CSCF architecture is adopted in the future, TSG SA WG2 kindly asks TSG CN WG3 to take this potential future architecture into account when specifying the Go interface.
