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TSG-RAN WG4 would like to thank TSG-RAN WG2 for the liaison requiring guidance from RAN WG4 on open issues in TS 25.304 v3.6.0 and v4.0.0. It is the understanding of TSG-RAN WG4 that questions raised in the LS of R4-010732 have already been discussed and agreed in the TSG-RAN WG2 and WG4 joint ad hoc in Sophia Antipolis in November 2000. In the meeting report the following was stated: 
“WG4 will not continue with any performance requirements for PLMN selection and also in PLMN selection it is the first cell of each PLMN that will be considered”.

Based on the decisions made in the joint ad hoc the answers to RAN WG2 questions are provided below.

Question 3 (RAN4): What are the performance requirements on cell search?

TSG-RAN WG4 has not defined any performance requirements on cell search alone. TSG-RAN WG4 is also not planning to define this kind of performance requirements in the future.

Question 4 (RAN 4, CN1): When searching for PLMNs on a particular carrier should the search look for more than one PLMN? Are there any requirements for this issue?

The opinion of TSG-RAN WG4 is that there is no need for the UE to search more than one PLMN per carrier in the PLMN selection prior to cell selection. As agreed in the joint ad hoc TSG-RAN WG4 has not defined and is not planning to define any performance requirements on this issue.
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
