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Introduction

During the 51st IETF meeting in London, there was a continuation of ongoing discussions for the 3GPP requirements in the SIPPING working group.  It is clear that the IETF members have a desire to learn more of the requirements that 3GPP is placing on SIP. This document presents to CN1 two future Internet-Drafts.

Discussion

This contribution presents to the 3GPP CN1 working group two future Internet-Drafts:

· draft-garcia-sipping-3gpp-reqs contains the 3GPP requirements to SIP. This document is authored by a number of companies supporting this effort. The document has been long discussed in the CN1 mailing list, and has got the support from many individuals from several companies. The draft has got also input from other 3GPP working groups (e.g., SA3 on security aspects). The attached document contains the visible changes since the last distributed document in the CN1 mailing list.

· draft-calhoun-sip-aaa-reqs-03-alpha1.txt contains the 3GPP requirements for the interaction between SIP servers and the AAA infrastructure. A previous version of this document was already presented to the 3GPP CN4 working group. There were previous versions already submitted to the IETF. The document is work in progress towards a new version and it includes the 3GPP requirements. The draft is included here to provide information to the CN1 working group.

The plan is to submit the documents to the SIPPING working group in the IETF during the same week of the CN1 #19bis meeting.
